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You, the reader, will not only be troubled, but you will be horrified by what you read in this essay. I, as the author, find this essay most troubling. Almost every human being on the face of this earth will find this essay not only troubling, but horrifying. However, all of our troubles and horrors are irrelevant. The only important entity involved with this essay is nature and this essay describes what nature requires.

There is one and only one problem facing humanity. All the other problems which are discussed by experts, academics, lay people or others are unimportant or are subsumed by the one problem which this essay will discuss. Among the problems which are unimportant or are subsumed by the one problem this essay will discuss are overpopulation, global warming, peak oil, destruction of soil, acidification of the oceans, destruction and elimination of fish and other sea creatures which are food for humanity, and everything else that anyone can think of. In this essay I am going to purposely use phrases and words which are intended to irritate the reader and to cause a violent reaction in the reader.

The problem is--- how will the master race be created? Nothing anyone can do and nothing all humanity can do will prevent the creation of the master race. For the purpose of this essay, the master race is not based upon race, religion, nationality, intelligence or lack thereof, or anything else normally described as master race. Rather, for the purpose of this essay the master race is defined as merely those who will survive to reproduce after the decline in the number of human beings inhabiting the planet. If you don't like the words master race then the one problem is--- how will those that survive the decline in the number of human beings be determined? In an other essay I have written I have used the words "the reproducers" in lieu of the master race. There are two ways that the master race will be created, violence or non-violence or to put it differently, violence or the intelligence of humankind or to put it differently, nature or the intelligence of humankind. If nature or violence determines who will be the master race, it will be done as nature always has done it, by disease, privatization, war (with weapons of mass destruction) and hunger causing the horrific deaths of billions of our species and the destruction of everything great created by humankind. If the master race is created by nature/violence the survivors could be the smartest, strongest, most intelligent, luckiest, unluckiest, most vicious, those who were in a mine underground when war with weapons of mass destruction occurred, randomly determined or in any other manner that you can think of and it could also be that determined locally-- in one region it could be one type and in another region it could be another type. 
The master race will be created because the Earth is finite and at some point in time both economic and human population growth will cease. Not only will both of them cease, but both will turn negative due to the fact the civilization which permits 7 billion of our kind to exist cannot continue as that civilization is based, in substantial part, on nonrenewable resources and when one or more of those resources cease to be physically or economically available the reduction in economic activity will take place causing a reduction in the number of human beings existing on the planet. The amount of resources used by humanity is determined by two factors-- the number of human beings inhabiting the planet and the average per capita usage of resources. If either of those two factors continues to grow, at some point in time (probably very near in time to the present) the Earth will not  be able to provide resources required by humanity and a struggle for existence will occur which will create the master race. There cannot be any doubt that substitution of one resource for another resource, recycling, using less resources for unit of economic production, and many similar actions will delay the time of reckoning. Humanity must understand that those items will merely delay the time of reckoning for a very short period and will not permit either per capita usage of resources or the human population to continuously increase. Humanity must prepare for the time of reckoning when population will start to decrease when the resources of the Earth no longer can support the then existing level of population. 
It is highly likely that humanity does not have the collective intelligence and the collective ability to determine who will reproduce when population declines. It is highly likely that the decline will come about by war, with or without weapons of mass destruction, disease, privatization and other horrors. However, if we have any level of intelligence we must discuss the fact, and it is a fact, that shortly that decline will commence and that any action our species can take to prevent the horrors referred to above should be taken as quickly as possible.

The United States current economic situation presents a good example of the problems of the future. It should be clear to anyone reading this essay that compromise is no longer probable in Washington-- the positions are polarized. Both sides are pushing to solve the economic problems, including job growth, and both are not and will not achieve a solution in the future. It is becoming almost war between the parties. Job growth will not be achieved by the ever increasing spending of the government increasing the deficit and will not be achieved by increasing the wealth of the top 1% of Americans. Not one politician has pointed out to the American people that a substantial portion of the resources used in our economy are no longer available in the United States or are only available in limited quantities in the United States and the United States is paying blood money to obtain those resources. The lack of resources in the United States is the problem and not political system.

I set forth two challenges to the reader. First challenge,-- present a supportable case that the human population and/or the economy of the world will not start to contract in the near future due to the lack of resources that are necessary to support the 7 billion or more of our species presently inhabiting the Earth. Second challenge--- if you cannot present a supportable case that the population will not start to decline in the near term, then present a supportable case that the voluntary action of humanity will permit and cause that decline to occur without the horrors mentioned in this essay above.
Let me see if I can put this entire essay into perspective. If there is a 10% chance that the author is correct and that there will be a precipitous, violent and destructive decline of population from the current 7 billion of our species presently inhabiting the planet to say 1 billion, or if there is a 10% chance that the decline will be from the 9+ billion which may be inhabiting the planet in the year 2050 to one billion or if there is a 10% chance that the decline will be from the ten+ billion that may be inhabiting the planet in the year 2100 to one billion, then hopefully most intelligent people or almost all intelligent people would agree that a discussion, debate and analysis would be appropriate to determine who will become the master race. In this paragraph I used one billion as an example---it could be a reduction to any number lower than 7, 9, or 10 billion.
Since it will take many years of discussion to determine who will become the master race, the first step humanity must undertake today is to dramatically reduce population from the current 7 billion of our species who inhabit our planet today. This reduction can only occur or be produced by coercive population control. In simple terms,, all of humanity must adopt a one child per family policy and that policy must be enforced by coercion. Since it would be inappropriate to adopt a worldwide policy of one child per family without providing the education and resources appropriate, such a policy should not be implemented for three years. That three-year period must be used to educate all humanity as to the one child policy, provide birth control devices, abortion clinics and anything else necessary to implement one child per family policy.
