      A QUESTION  WHICH MUST BE ANSWERED IF HUMANITY IS TO SURVIVE
I am asking anyone I know to be concerned about the future of humanity or to be concerned about the relationship between the exploding human population, the fact that the Earth is finite, and the fact that resources are finite to answer the question set forth below. It is my belief that the question set forth below must be answered as part of any discussion of the future of humanity.

In answering the question below do not consider how the "right" discussed in the question will be enforced. The enforcement of the "right" is entirely a separate problem which must be considered after it is determined whether the "right" discussed in the question below exists.

In the question below I have used the word "society" which I have not defined. When you answer the question use any definition of that word that you deem appropriate. In the question below I have used the phrase "excess children" which I have not defined. A definition of that phrase is not necessary to answer the question below. In a few places in the question below I used various words or phrases. When answering the question below choose which words and phrases you think are appropriate to your answer of the question.

After you answer the question I would appreciate it if you set forth the reasons for your answer, as the reasons are just as important, if not more important, than your answer. It is my belief that there are only three possible answers---1) Yes, society does have the right; 2) No, society does not have the right; and 3) The question is so stupid that only a fool would pose that question and you (Jason G. Brent) are a fool and I will not dignify the stupidity of the question you posed by answering it. While I would not like response number three, it can be an entirely responsible and intelligent response, provided that you set forth your reasons for that response. 
THE QUESTION:

Does society have the right/duty/obligation to limit the number of children a person produces by force/coercion/criminal penalties if the production of excess children may/possibly could/probably could/almost certainly could/absolutely would cause the untimely and horrific deaths of hundreds/thousands/millions/billions of human beings or is the right to determine how many children a person produces absolute and society cannot in any way infringe upon that right?
Before you consider or answer the question a personal comment----as far as I know no human right is absolute. Even the right to life itself is not absolute. Society in many countries execute mass murderers and/or serial killers terminating their lives. The right to walk the streets as a free person is not absolute. Almost every country on the face of the earth takes away that right and puts a person in prison when that person has committed a serious crime against humanity.
